
Connecting a new computer for Savin Printing 
 

1) First you will need to know the IP (network) address of the machine.  Please 
follow the instructions given in the “Finding your Savin IP address”  document 
found in the FAQ page of our website.  This assumes that someone else in your 
office is already printing to the Savin. 

2) Before going any further it must be noted that you MUST have 
ADMINISTRATOR privileges to correctly install the driver. 

3) With the IP address written down you must download the Savin driver for your 
particular machine.  Go to    
 http://www.savin.com/downloads/Default.aspx?hbn=drivers  
 to find the drivers, your machine model is labeled on the front panel of the 
machine. 

a. Double click on “My Computer” .  Double click on the “C:”  drive.  Create 
a “new” folder on your C drive called “Drivers”  – if it isn’ t already there. 

b. Now – open the drivers folder and create another new folder called 
“Savin” . 

c. In the event you plan on installing more than one driver on your pc create 
another new folder that represents the driver.  (ie “C2525 RPCS” or 
“C2525 PCL6”).  

d. Download and “Save” the drivers to this new folder. 
e. The drivers need to be “unzipped” or decompressed so when the download 

is finished it will usually prompt you to “Run” or “Close”  – go ahead and 
select “Run”. 

f. Another dialogue box will pop up asking where you would like to unzip 
the files to – Place them in the same folder that you downloaded the driver 
to begin with, in step “d” . 

g. You are now ready to install your printer. 
 

4) Go to the start key on the bottom Left of your screen.  Select “Printers and Faxes”  
– if “Printers and faxes”  does not appear open control panel and look for “Printers 
and Faxes”  –you might have to switch to “classic view” to be able to see the 
“Printers and Faxes”  icon.        
  

5) When this opens you will see on the right pane all the printers currently available 
to you.  On the left pane you should see near the top, an option to “Add Printer”  – 
go ahead and select this.

7) Select “Next”  Now you get the screen below.  Select “Local Printer attached to 
this computer”  and make sure that “Automatically detect and install my Plug and 
Play printer”  is NOT repeat is NOT selected.  After your wizard looks like the 
picture above click “Next” .   



  
  (note if you do not have Administrator Privilages, this option will be “greyed” 
out and the printer cannot be installed)       
             
8) Select “Create a new Port:  Type of port:”  and then in the drop down box select 

“Standard TCP/IP Port” . 

 
           
        



9) A new wizard appears and click “Next”  

 
  

10) Here we type in the IP address you got from step 1. (Be very careful that the IP 
address EXACTLY matches what you found in step 1!!) 

 
          
 Your IP address will differ but I typed one in just for illustration (note you 
only enter the IP address in the top box – Windows auto fills the lower box: 

 



 After the IP address is entered click “Next”      
  

11) You may or may not get this screen – if you do just click next: 

 
           
  

12)   
 Click “Next”  again here       
           
  

13) Here is where we get to select the driver we downloaded and unzip – click “Have 
Disk” : 



 
            

14)    
 Here select browse – and then browse to your C drive then to the drivers 
folder then to the savin folder then to the folder (if you elected to create it) that is 
the model number.         
    

15) Keep selecting (opening the folders) until you get to something that looks similar 
to this:  

   
 The file name will have the extension “ .INF”  That is what we are looking 
for.  Once there click on “Open”.       
       

16) Your screen should then display something similar to this (note this example’s file 
path starts with “D:”  but if you followed the example above it will start with 
“C:” ):   



   
 Select “OK” to install the driver – almost done!    
  

17) You should then be prompted to select the correct Savin from the list that is given 
to you: 

 
 Here I have selected the C2525 PCL6 because the C2525 is the machine I 
am trying to install the driver for.  Make sure you select the correct Savin model 
for the one you are trying to install from the list that is presented to you. Click 
“Next” .          
    

18) From here it is a matter of selecting the what best fits your needs: 

 
 A printer name is automatically assigned, you may change it here if this 
doesn’ t suit your needs.  Here I do want it to be my “default”  printer – you may 
not.  Click “Next” .         
   

19) This next one is your preference but we typically recommend “NOT” sharing the 
printer unless you have a very specific reason for doing so: 



 
 Click “Next” .         
       

20) At this point I generally recommend printing a test page – (BUT if you are in an 
office that is using “User Codes”  – DO NOT print a test page from here because it 
won’ t work): 

 
 Click “Next” .         
     

21) Last step!! 

 



  Click “Next”  and you are done installing your printer!   
   

22) From here your printer should be ready to go.  One thing to consider is 
configuring the driver to suit your needs (in another document labeled 
“Configuring printer drivers”).  If your office is using user codes this will be an 
important one, otherwise you won’ t be able to print.  Another consideration is 
setting your driver so that it defaults to black and white.  Savin drivers “out of the 
box”  all default to color.  Happy printing!!
